1. Breakfast at Alice’s Restaurant Start 

2. Break at the Dessert First Bakery, Boulder Creek 37.1 mi 
          (ride splits at Highland and Soquel San Jose; Highland is very narrow and bumpy, Soquel San Jose is all good road) 

3. Break at Coralitos Market (ride rejoins here) 70.5 / 75.3 mi 

4. Arrive at Casa de Fruta Campgrounds 112 / 117 mi 
Note: Riders are reminded to start the ride with sufficient gas.  No fuel stops are planned.  
There is gas nearby in Boulder Creek (1st stop) and at the Casa de Fruta complex.

Route 1

Start at Alices Restaurant

Get on Skyline Blvd and drive southeast 95 ft

Bear right onto Hwy 9 13.6 mi

Turn right onto Central Ave 37.0 mi

Break at the Dessert First Bakery 37.1 mi

Get on Central Ave and drive north 37.1 mi

Turn right onto Bear Creek Rd 37.5 mi

Turn right onto Summit Rd 47.3 mi

Route Split at Highland & Soquel San Jose 54.0 mi Route 2

Continue onto Highland Way 54.0 mi 54.0 mi Turn right onto Soquel San Jose Rd

Highland bears left as Eureka Canyon Rd 61.7 mi 65.6 mi Left on Ca-1 S ramp towards Watsonville

70.1 mi Right on exit 433A onto Freedom Blvd

70.4 mi Turn left onto Freedom Blvd

73.1 mi Keep left onto Hames Rd

73.8 mi Turn right onto Pleasant Valley Rd

73.8 mi Turn left onto Hames Rd

Break at Coralitos Market 70.5 mi 75.3 mi

Get on Browns Valley Rd and drive east 70.5 mi 75.3 mi

Turn left onto Browns Valley Rd 70.9 mi 75.6 mi

Turn right onto Hazel Dell Rd 73.9 mi 78.7 mi

Turn left onto Casserly Rd 79.0 mi 83.8 mi

Turn left onto Hecker Pass Rd 81.1 mi 85.8 mi

Turn right onto Santa Teresa Blvd 93.5 mi 98.3 mi

Turn left onto Castro Valley Rd 97.8 mi 103 mi

Turn right onto Monterey Hwy 98.2 mi 103 mi

Stay right onto Ca-25 ramp towards Hollister 98.6 mi 103 mi

Turn left onto Hwy 25 98.8 mi 104 mi

Turn left onto Bloomfield Ave 100 mi 104 mi

Turn right onto Pacheco Pass Hwy 103 mi 108 mi

Keep left onto Ca-152 E towards I-5/Los Banos 110 mi 115 mi

Take the Casa de Fruta Parkway ramp to the right111 mi 116 mi

Turn right onto Casa de Fruta Pky 111 mi 116 mi

Turn left onto Pacheco Pass Hwy 111 mi 116 mi

Arrive at Casa de Fruta - check in at office 112 mi 117 mi

It is your responsibility to act and ride prudently; be alert, be safe.  
Do not hit the bike in front of you.  

Guidelines for Group Riding 
ÅBe aware of other riders; ride consistently, ride considerately 
ÅRide with a 2 / 1 second gap between motorcycles; try to keep the group together 
ÅRide staggered formation when safe to do so (lead bike left), avoid “wandering”, increase gap and ride single file in tight turns 
ÅCheck your mirror for the rider behind you and pause at turns, pass hand signals back 
ÅStay in your lane on blind curves, watch for oncoming traffic 
ÅClose up in towns, 2 thru stop signs/signals, don’t block intersections or roads 
ÅAllow faster riders to pass.  Don’t crowd a slower rider, don’t overlap wheels 
ÅRide Leader will change freeway lanes approximately  1 mile in advance of exit when possible 
ÅVisual head-check when changing lanes.  Allow other vehicles to pass thru the group 
ÅSweep will stop with a breakdown, other riders follow the ride leader to the next stop 
ÅRelax, don’t panic, have fun, be considerate; and remember - you can say anything  as long as it stays inside your helmet. 

Remember to reset your trip odometer.
