Stuff Along the Ride 
 
Lighthouse Breakfast & Lunch 

It all started in 1992, when Annette and Gerner Andresen opened the Lighthouse Café in Sausalito in its present form. 
The Andresens, both born in Denmark, had recently immigrated to the U.S., and along with them they brought the 

Scandinavian flair for simplicity, good quality and tasty food. 
The café is rather small - 30 seats - and people often stand in line to get their breakfast or lunch.  So, your Tour Captain 

will arrive early to assure we have seating. 
 

Point Reyes Station 
Originally called Olema Station, this town owes its existence (and obviously part of its name) to the railroad that ran 

through the town for 59 years until 1933.  During that time, in 1883, the main property owner Novato dentist Galen Burdell 
changed the name to Point Reyes Station.  

Along Main Street, which is A Street, also Highway 1 but is marked as Shoreline Highway, most of the north-facing facades 
date to the railroad era. The architecture is vaguely Italianate as many of the early town fathers were Northern Italian 
immigrants or Italian speaking Swiss.  An example is the brick Grandi Building, built in 1915. Although empty now, it once 
housed a grand hotel, ballroom, and general store. 

The railroad switching yard occupied the facing area. Here loads had to be shifted to and from the narrow gauge cars that 
still ran north up to the Russian River.  Ultimately, the old depot was moved and is now the post office. The old engine house 
stands too; it's the burnt-red structure a block off the highway from the gas station.  Elsewhere the Old Creamery Building, the 
Livery Stable, and the Hay Barn still speak to their origins.  

As the coast's commercial anchor, Point Reyes Station has at least one - and usually just one - of everything: one 
hardware store, one grocery store, the only bank on the Marin coast, and likewise, the only feed supplier, and the only 
pharmacy. 

The natural state of the area is a tribute to former President John F. Kennedy, who declared that the peninsula should be 
saved as a national treasure. He set aside nearly 80,000 acres for public use. 

 
Bodega Bay 

Until the Fall of 1775, the Miwok and Pomo Indians lived peacefully in the coastal mountains and valleys of what we now 
call Sonoma County. Their lifestyle revolved around the seasons, hunting and gathering from the land and harvesting the sea 
and rivers.  

Little changed over hundreds of years until the first sails were spotted off the coast.  Then the Spanish sloop, Sonora, 
carried Don Juan Francisco de la Bodega y Quadra Mollineda and a group of explorers to anchorage at the mouth of Tomales 
Bay at the southern end of Bodega Bay.  Slowly moving north from Mexico since the mid-1500s, the Spanish claimed vast 
areas of land for Spain.  

In the early 1800s other settlements began to spring up along the coast. By 1812, Russian fur traders were looking for 
new sources of otters and seals and came south in search of better food supplies for their northern settlements. 

By the mid-1800s, Mexico had gained independence from Spain and in the process, granted the land to Mexican citizens 
and soldiers.  One of the settlers was Captain Stephen Smith who married a Peruvian, Manuela Torres, and became a Mexican 
citizen in order to receive a land grant. Together they established Rancho Bodega bordered by the Russian River to the north 
and Estero Americano to the south, a large portion of the Bodega Bay Area. Firman Camelot founded the town of "Bay" in the 
late 1800s, which later changed its name to Bodega Bay. 

The town grew to its largest size around the turn of the century then diminished to its current population of under 100. 
In more modern times, Bodega Bay became known around the world as the setting for Alfred Hitchcock's "The .ƛǊŘǎά ƛƴ

mill or lumber camp could be found on every stream and promontory along the coast.   
On the north side of Fish Rock Gulch, in turn-of-the-century Fish Rock, Dave Berry, Jr. was fixing up his dad's tiny grocery. 

Standing on the porch roof, he hauled up a wooden, hand-carved anchor and mounted it to the top of the facade. Below it he 
nailed a freshly painted sign that read, Anchor Bay Store.

timber industry along the North Coast of California.  These landings -- little more than a narrow cranny at times -- became 
known as dogholes as ship captains grumbled that there was barely enough room for a dog to turn around.  

In 1924, the elderly Berry, Sr. was killed by his pet bull. Berry's daughter asked friend and neighbor W. S. Pierce to 
caretake the store. The Pierce family were successful at storekeeping and within that same year bought land that included the 
lower end of Fish Rock Gulch.  In 1925, Walter Newcomb bought the acreage northward of Fish Rock Gulch which included the 
old town buildings, planning to dismantle the crumbling remnants. Pierce, carrying the name Anchor Bay with him to the 
south side of the gulch, began to build his own commercial development with the construction of a new store.   

With the paving of the coast road, begun in 1929, Anchor Bay grew slowly to eventually include not only the store, but 
also several outbuildings, rental cabins, a restaurant, a gas station, and a dance hall.  Anchor Bay, beginning as the fanciful 
name on a tiny store front in a doghole town, had become the name of one of the coast's first tourist destinations.  
 
Fort Bragg 

In 1855 an exploration party from the Bureau of Indian Affairs visited the area looking for a site on which to establish a 
reservation and in the spring of 1856 the Mendocino Indian Reservation was established.  Two year later First Lieutenant 
Horatio G. Gibson established a military post  and named the camp for his former commanding officer Captain Braxton Bragg, 
who later became a General in the Army of the Confederacy. The official date of the establishment of the fort was June 11, 
1857. Its purpose was to maintain order on the reservation. 

By 1867 the reservation and military outpost at Fort Bragg were abandoned and small lumber mills were being built at the 
mouth of every creek. In 1869, after the fort was abandoned, the land of the reservation was returned to the public and 
offered for sale at $1.25 per acre to settlers.  

Over the next half century the lumber industry grew in the area and the Union Lumber Company was incorporated in 
1891 to cut and ship lumber to the growing cities in California.  

In 1906 the great earthquake severely damaged the lumber mill and the town, but ironically, the earthquake brought real 
prosperity to Fort Bragg as the mills furnished lumber to rebuild San Francisco, and the lumber ships returning from San 
Francisco were ballasted with bricks used for rebuilding Fort Bragg.[ 

In 1969 the Union Lumber Company was purchased by Boise Cascade and it, in turn, became Georgia Pacific in 1973.  The 
emergence of the City of Fort Bragg as a diverse residential, recreational and growing commercial area had begun and the city 
was on the path to becoming what it is today. Artifacts and records telling the story of Fort Bragg can be seen at the Guest 
House Museum. 

Recently, Georgia Pacific Lumber Company put on the market the 400-acre mill site that takes up almost the entire 
coastline of Fort Bragg including Fort Bragg Landing. The public of Fort Bragg has embraced the mill site as the future of Fort 
Bragg and has proposed many forward-thinking ideas. Some possibilities for the mill site are: a marine research center, a 
conference center, a world-class golf course, a smaller mill, or a branch of a college. 
 
Drive Thru Tree

derives its name from the enormous branches balanced on either side of the trunk.  These branches, which are the size of 
small trees, begin about a hundred feet up the trunk.  Imagine a three-armed candelabra, or stand on your head for the 
chandelier effect. 
 
Dean Creek Resort 

Established in 1937, Dean Creek Resort is family-owned and operated by Dennis and Linda Kalista. This award-winning 
park is situated on the South Fork of the Eel River in the Giant Redwood country, only three miles from the world-famous 
"Avenue of the Giants" in Humboldt State Forest. . Nature in its finest and purest form abounds in this area.  River otters, 
bear, deer, wild turkeys, wild boar, and mountain cats and many species of birds have been sighted at or near the resort.
